General Meeting — 03" November 2009

Opening of Meeting

Gerry Docherty, Vice Chair advised that he was sorry to state that the minutes from the
previous meeting had not arrived due to these being in the possession of Billy Baird,
League Secretary. It was advised that Billy would be a bit later and therefore it was
agreed to defer this part of the meeting until later. Gerry stated that future minutes would
be displayed on the Web page and also a range of copies would be placed at the back of
the hall before the commencement of each meeting. It was accepted that this would speec
up the business of each meeting.

Gerry reminded members that discussions should take place through the chair, to ensure
smooth running of the business. Gerry also reminded members about their mobile
phones.

Team Reports

Under 8's - Gleniffer Thistle were asking for clarification of the rules in relation to the
use of Lochwinnoch. In particular it was noted that there had been differences of opinion
about the use of the throw-in. it was agreed that this would be debated as part of the
meeting.

Under 9’s — A reminder was made to all teams that al fixtures are required to be played
and that teams should not be deciding who they can / can’t play.

It was noted that coaches and parents have been noted to be on the field of play during
games. It was advised that this was being monitored and that coaches should be seeking
to address this with their own parents. It was acknowledged that the staff at Ferguslie are
aware of the issues and that the area will be roped off in the future. It was further
requested that all children/coaches/spectators walk around the park rather than over the
park following games.

Under 10’s — Gerry Coyle not available. No comments from any teams.

Under 11's — team were reminded of the decision about putting goals up and down prior
to the 1¥ game and again at the last game. Largely this is working well and this was credii
to the teams involved.

It was noted that there had been a fixture problem and as such this would mean teams
playing the same teams again. It was requested that teams enter into the spirit of
developmental football and play these particular games. It was noted however that if
teams desired a change then this could be looked at.

Under 12’s — It was advised that there would be a restructuring of the league into two
sections for the New Year.

It was raised that Miller Street parks were in a bit of a state, including dog mess and

broken bottles on the grass parks. It was pointed out that this would be discussed with
Renfrewshire Council.

Stephen Mann, St. Mirren YFL, requested friendlies for anyone who was looking for
matches. In particular, it was noted, efforts would be made to play games for those boys
who were finding themselves on the periphery of the team. The offer made was to play
seven-a-side games at Jennyswell. This notion was questioned by members of the hall
who thought it should be 11-a-side games at under 12’s.

Treasurers Report

It was noted that there was £8116.91 in the account. Accounts do not take into
consideration monies due for Ferguslie and Lochwinnoch lets. There will also be new
pieces of equipment purchased for the Marshes.

It was requested that two members from the hall checked the monthly accounts at each
meeting. This was carried out on this occasion by Stephen Mann, St. Mirren YFL and
David Borland, Glenvale.

Members were advised that they are required to sign in at each meeting. Failure to do thi
will result in a fine.

Lochwinnoch Discussion

There was a lengthy discussion over the use and suitability of the parks at Lochwinnoch.
Many members held strong feelings about there continued use and this was then puttoa
vote. Following the vote (for under 8's teams only) it was acknowledged unanimously
that an alternative venue should be sought. It was widely accepted that there was an
agreement in place and that this could not take place until the new season.

Based on the above agreement there was then a vote regarding the use of the boards in
the hall vs the throw-in. it was again agreed (following a vote) unanimously that the
throw-in was a safer way to operate and this was carried forward.

It was acknowledged that lochwinnoch was a good venue and had much to offer,
however the feelings were it was likely to be more suitable for small sided games of 4 or
5's.

Various venues were discussed for possible investigation. These included: Old Kilpatricl
Seedhill, Penilee, KG5 and Gryffe High School. It was pointed out that each would be
given equal consideration by the committee, before holding further discussions about the
possibilities.

League Secretary Report

Billy informed the membership that he had held a meeting, along with the committee,
with David Little, SYFA. This surrounded the leagues constitution. This would be
discussed later,

Billy also informed that he had held talks with Renfrewshire leisure and felt that his
discussions had gone well in favour of possible future use of the new Seedhill parks.
Billy advised that the new parks at the lagoon would not be released fro football usage, a:
this had been earmarked for other sports.

It was noted that following a meeting with Derek Bell, letting manager, Renfrewshire
Council, that lets for younger children had now been given priority for the earlier
accommodation — however if this was not the case complaints or queries should be made
to Paul Sale at the Johnstone Town Hall,

It was noted that there had been a problem with progressing some disclosures and that
some people had been going direct to Disclosure Scotland ~ it was noted that all enquirie:
should go through the SYFA at Hampden Park.

Matters Arising

Ferguslie Claxton has not being used and this has caused some confusion. It was agreed
that discussions would take place with staff at Ferguslie and if required the League would
purchase a Claxton if necessary. Teams were advised to start and stop on time as this had
an affect on others if times were not adhered too.

There was a lengthy discussion about the use of additional players in the event of a team
going into a heavy lead. Teams were asked to keep to the rules stated on the web page. It
was also noted that the rules of the game may be modified as part of the changes to the
constitution.

[t was noted that the next meeting would be used for a fuller discussion of the
constitution that the committee was proposing to adopt. It was noted that the plans were
to provide a copy of this document onto the web page and that members would then have
an opportunity to make comment. It was advised that the two week ruling would still
exist in relation to making comments. Given the timescales, Paul Kyle, Child protection
officer advised it would be best to delay any such discussions until the January meeting
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
